for preparing and carrying out the International Forum “Uranium tailings in Central Asia: local problems, regional consequences, global solution” in Geneva, 29 June, 2009,
Participants of the regional conference “Uranium tailings in Central Asia: local problems, regional consequences, global solution” - representatives of the Republic of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic, Republic of Tajikistan and Republic of Uzbekistan, international organizations and private sector.
noting:

· timeliness and urgency of holding this conference;

· big interest of the participating countries in a uniform approach to addressing the problems related to radioactive wastes both within the national and the transboundary context;

· expediency of improving the legal framework of the participating countries and its harmonization with the norms of the international law, capacity building and information exchange as important factors in addressing the problems related to radioactive wastes; 

· necessity of drawing attention of the donors to addressing the uranium problems and involving the private sector in processing of the radioactive wastes,
consider that it would be necessary: 

· to communicate results of the Regional Conference to the Governments of each of the countries for the purpose of providing their participation in the International Forum;

· to address to the Governments of the participating countries, to provide participation of high level officials in operation of the Forum;

· to ask donors to support the proposal on establishing a project development Group, the main task of which will be carrying out activities aimed at putting project proposals in conformity with requirements of the donors, financial institutions, as well as arranging a process of discussions with all stakeholders.
made the decision to carry out technical and organizational activity related to preparing and carrying out the International Forum:

· till 5 May, 2009 - to determine a responsible contact official from each of the countries, who will directly participate in preparation of the Forum materials;

· till 11 May, 2009 - to prepare a draft agenda of the International Forum and submit it for agreement;

· till 15 May, 2009 - responsible officials from the countries shall finish gathering, accomplishing and summarizing their country project proposals, ideas and information for inclusion in their Framework Document;
· till 1 June, 2009  - to finish accomplishing of the joint Framework Document (in Russian and English) and project proposals for the International Forum and to disseminate it among the stakeholders for their familiarization.
The participants expressed their gratitude to the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic for its initiative and hospitality, as well as United Nations Development Program in the Kyrgyz Republic for its support in arranging the Conference.
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
