Section 1
Dear colleagues, good morning, 
Allow to welcome you and to bring to your attention to the results of work of section 1 “Institutional and regulatory framework for tailings management .
 Participants of the first section having discussed the issues of legislative and regulatory framework for tailings management at national and regional levels have suggested to include in the Frame Document which will be presented at the high level Forum in Geneva, the recommendations developed by our section, and also the design ideas and proposals offered by participants the sections during discussion.

   Practically all participants of the conference in their presentastion have noted that: 

· Systems of RAO management in CAR countries differ among themselves a little;

· The basic Legislative base regulating the sphere of handling of  RAO has been  developed in all countries;

· Positive experience of Kazakhstan on rehabilitation of consequences of uranium legacy, availability of effective institutional and regulatory management frameworks.
As participants of the conference have noted, the lack of appropriate regulatory infrastructures is the essential restriction for development of national plans of rehabilitation actions; 

Besides, there are  problems connected with adequate provision of RAO with adequate regulatory framework both on national and on transboundary levels.
Thus, the participants have noted the lakc of accurate differentiation of powers among the  RAO management as well as the lack of accurate mechanisms of enforcement of the legislation in the countries that limits possibilities of efficient control by them;

The current legislation of the countries is not harmonized with the international requirements and norms and provisions stimulating private sector involvement in processing of waste and etc. are not developed;
Lack of uniform system of monitoring over the status of environment and health of population in the RAO areas on national and transboundary level does not allow to have a solid data about status of environment in the areas tailings and their influence on health of population in its turn does not give possibility to arrange an exchange of a trustworthy information
The skill level of the personnel working in the RAO system requires constant improvement;

Today all of us feel a lack of exchange not only of the information, but also of the best experts in RAO management system between the countries;

As participants have noted, today there are no uniform base of legislative norms in transboundary aspect that limits unity of approaches in solving the  transboundary problems
 Within the limits of the work of the section the project ideas were considered and were proposed for completion and including in the general list of the applications forwarded to the materials of the Forum; 

Considering, that problems of legislative and institutionalого nature do not promote efficient RAO management the participants of the Conference have offered the following: 
· To provide in the countries clear differentiation of functions and responsibility between the bodies, involved in the RAO management issues, and to develop accurate mechanisms of enforcement of the existing legislation; that will allow to provide efficient management;

· To recommend to make use of positive experience of Kazakhstan regarding effective work of regulatory body, the company-operator on an example of “Uranliquidrudnik”;
· To consider a possibility of creation of the network of regulatory bodies in CAR based on the example of other countries (Latin America and Europe), and monitoring networks on the example of the network of seismomonitoring, which is developed now;

· To continue works on improvement and current legislation development in the countries, to carry out its harmonization with the international requirements, to carry out development of norms and provisions stimulating private sector involvement in processing of  waste and etc;
· To take stock of all operating international Agreements and programs in order to identify not valid provisions, the reasons of their default and if necessary to carry out them to reconsider processing;

· Creation of systems of monitoring over the status of environment and health of population in the RAO areas both at national and transboundary levels and d information sharing systems both in the countries and at transboundary level requires support. 

· It is suggested to consider a possibility of creation (independent) regional reference-laboratory for maintenance of uniformity of measurements in the field of Radiation safety in the CAR countries 
· It is suggested to continue works on increase of capacity of the personnel working in the RAO system and level of awareness of local communities; 

· We consider expedient to arrange the coordination of projects and programs implemented in the particular countries and between the countries;
· It is suggested to arrange the exchange of  best experts of the world in the RAO management system between the countries;
In order to have all these problems and recommendations to be reflected in the decisions of the Forum and to evoke the interest of donors we suggest for implementation of activity  in the post-forum period, to improve the project proposals to the level of requirements of the donor organizations, to discuss them with the countries, etc. to develop the transboundary project and to ask the donor community to support it;
