Draft presentation of the Adviser to the Prime Minister of the Kyrgyz Republic

Dear colleagues!

I highly appreciate results of work of our section, since they are based on results of your work in three previous sections, and they are basic for preparation of the international Forum in Geneva.
I would like to express huge gratitude to chairmen of the sections, their participants, moderators and experts, who have done a highly professional work during this time. Very productive results were received in all the sections. The discussion of the issue related to involvement of the private sector in this process was unexpectedly productive. The common opinion that this issue is closely related to addressing of the social problems was expressed. The participants noted that the states themselves should create and strengthen legislative, coordination and information support of the private sector with high degree of social responsibility of the business environment to the population living on the territory of the uranium tailings. Your recommendations on institutional and regulatory framework, addressing social and economic problems are highly valuable.
I would like to express my gratitude to you for trust and support of the initiative of the President of the Kyrgyz Republic on carrying out of this important action. Yesterday, despite the discussions and disputes around a title of the document, we received quintessence of all your developments, which received the title “Road Map”.

All the participants of the conference noted timeliness and urgency of carrying out the conference, strong interest of the participating countries in a common approach to understanding and addressing the problem. 

The decision made includes:
1. To communicate results of work of the regional conference to the Governments of each country for the purpose of providing their participation in the high level forum in Geneva; 

2. At the international forum it was decided to show to the international community concern of the countries of Central Asia about the actual dangerous situation related to radiating safety and security in the region; 

3. To carry out necessary technical and organizational work aimed at preparing and carrying out the Forum, namely:
· Till 5 May, 2009 - to determine a responsible contact official from each of the countries, who will directly supervising preparation of the country for the Forum;

· Till 15 May, 2009 – these representatives of the countries shall finish gathering, accomplishing and summarizing their country project proposals and ideas for their inclusion in the Framework Document, having divided them into urgent, mid-term and long-term ones;

· Till 20 May, 2009 - to finish preparation of the Framework Document (in Russian and English) for its presentation at the forum. For this purpose each country should prepared high quality materials. This work is proposed to be sent to all countries for their familiarization;

· To ask donors to support the proposal on establishment of a Project Initiating Group, the main goal of which will be carrying out post-forum activity on completion of project proposals to the level of requirements of the donors, efficient coordination of all efforts of the countries, organization of a process of discussing actions with all countries of Central Asia.
Participants of the conference have addressed to the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic with the request to coordinate all pre-forum actions, and I consider that it is a high level of trust to our country.
Since I represent the Kyrgyz hosting party, I would like to express my big gratitude to delegations of Tajikistan, Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan for their constructive, fruitful and highly professional contribution to results of the conference. Practically we have received a frame on which it is necessary to substantially put ideas and approaches of a common vision of the way the address the issue of uranium tailings in the region. I would like to express my special thanks to representatives of the international organizations, embassies, as well as the community of experts for their contribution from the point of view of mobilizing resources, adaptation of this work to the international standards and norms.
We as the country, which initiated this conference and the International Forum of Donors in Geneva, will put all our efforts to integrate all developments of the conference into the final documents, and to arrange further joint work in such a way that during the short time remaining before the Forum, based on your participation, we could prepare all necessary materials (Framework Document, list of project proposals, list of the participants, agenda of the forum Geneva and others) and send them by e-mail to you for comments.
I think that if we work in such a manner, we will receive from the Forum whatever we expect.
